• Researching terminology and creating subject-specific glossaries 
• Assisting the university translator in larger translation projects with various stakeholders from 

all areas of the university 
(Please note that tasks may vary depending on the starting date, current projects as well as the 
candidate’s skills and abilities.) 

 
Requirements: 

• You should be studying a course with an emphasis on Translation or Intercultural Communica-
tion with English and German as A and B languages; English skills should preferably be at na-
tive or near-native level 

• You must have completed at least two years of undergraduate study 
• First experience with CAT tools and MT is desirable 
• Good communication and interpersonal skills 
• Interest in the inner workings of a university 
• Ability to work independently as well as in a team 
• Ability to work with words creatively and a proactive attitude
